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Chapter 1 Introduction and background

This report covers key resettlenent issues reviewed during the
suspensiofrelatedfield visit and evaluatiomvorkshop which was heldt thedam site
andin Ankarafrom June7 to 12, 20(. It reflects the points discussed during this
workshop and lists the items which are, as a resutiisfworkshop, expéed to be
addressed durintipe suspensiomeriod.

1.1 Background

Turkey has a long experience in building hydroelectric dams for power
generation, irrigation, flood control, and drinking water supply. Many {acgée dam
projects havébeen completed in the last 40 years.

Il ésu Dam and Hydroelectric Power Pl ant
in the Southeastern Anatolia Region of Turkey. This project is in the scope of
Southeastern Anatolia Project (GAP) which is a comprehensive project that
contributes to the delopment of Southeastern Region and whole country as well.
llisu dam is the second largest after Ataturk dam and takes place in the GAP program
of Turkey. Currently, the llisu dam is the largest dam being built in Turkey, and in all
of Europe.

Power planbf the Ilisu dam will have an installed capacity of 1,200 MW and is
expected to produce 3,833 GWh/year, repres

Involuntary displacement and resettlement component of the project is an equally
giant and complex process. According to the updated Resettlement ActiorbPlan,

423 people will belirectly affected by the project.

Distinct from the damghat have already been built in Turkey, the main
characteristic of the llisu project ise commitment on the part of the governmint
introduce new international policy st#ards and norms in the forced displacement
and resettlement (FDR) process, as well as in its environmental and cultural heritage

component s. I n deciding to introduce these
Government aims to enhance the socia anvironmental norms for dam building in
Turkey.

Based on the surveyresented in  thBRAP, projecthas about 108illages will
be affected by dam construction aneservoir inundation. Of the total affected
villages, 6 villagesarelocated in dam comsiction sites (phase, ¥ of which are in
Mardin and 2 are in Sirnaland about 10%illagesarelocated in theeservoirareas
(phase 2 and phase 3) which includlevillages in Mardin, 36 (35 villages and
Hasankeyf district centexjllagesin Batman 15 villagesin Diyarbakir, 5 villagesin



Sirnakand42 villagesin Siirt. The main part of Hasankeyf city wdlsobe inundated
in phase 3, although resettlement works begin in phase 2

1.2 Conclusions of Report on the COE Workshop of the Committee

The resettlement preparation and implementation activities of PIU have had the
progresed The PIUR and its assistamstitutions are more active and efficient
than before.

If the llisu Project Resettlement Policyissuedby Turkishauthorites who are

in line of international standdeanddisclosdto the public, some key gaps

between TORs angrior domestic practicewill be overmme It will benefit the

llisu Project as well as other projects.

To fulfil the TORs There isstill should have quite a few works to be done. The

key taskswhich should be finished before dam and other key project components
construction start, have been discussedpresented in the report. Itasficult

to finish these heavy tasks within 60 days of EFN. Whether period of EFN will be
extendedo more maths or notshould be discussed.

Some key tasks for Phase 2 and 3 resettlement implementation preparation such
as RIP, IRP and Hasankeyf RAP etc. could be finished in 2009 or/and 2010 based
on the time schedule of resettlement implementation which harefoemulated

in the TORs.

For llisu Village construction and simultaneous preparation of farmlands
(terracing, topsoil recovery) if the precondition in section 3.3 can be fulfilled,

the resettlement and reconstruction work can be started.

For Koctepe Village, it is the same grenditions with llisu Village in section 3.3

to start the resettlement, income restoration and rectish activities.

For diversion tunnels constructidhg following tasks should be finishadd
presented in a special repartdapprovedoy COER before start as follows: 1)

land occupation by waste rock and soil from tun8gland requisition impds
analysis; 3) policies adopted; 4) income resources impacts and restoration
measuredf the results in the report shows no impacts or kehimpactsthatcan

be solved, and there are no other immediate arguments against starting the
construction of theliversion tunnels from a resettlement point of vielowever

this issue has to be seen in the context of the entire project from the point of view



in resettlement aspect, and specifically taking into account the following

points: (i) while considerabl@rogress was made in construction activities but

the resettlement aspects still lag far behind, (ii) it is important that the
resettlement aspects should be ahead of construction activities in order to prevent
delays, (iii) the borrow area selected fastimaterial is an agricultural area which
still needs to be expropriate8o, to consider the linkage of the phase 1
resettlement implementation needs and reasonable Phase 2 work planning with
starting of the construction, the prenditions in Section 3.@f this report still

should be fulfilled before the diversion tunnels construction start. Also, the other
two aspects in environmental and culture heritage should be taken into accounts.

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(bd) Land pool
The land pool needs to be established (sites for new villages, new farmlands,
new orchards, new fodderoducing lands, etc.) by identifying amounts of
treasury land, forest land, grazing land, eteailable for reallocation, but
not yet actually allocated. For settlements only partially affected by
inundation, all efforts will be made to move the displaced segments
adjacent to the unaffected segments to maintain the community coherence.

(be) The Village Resettlement Committee established at village level , with
information booklet (llisu R&R policy) in possession of Committee

(bf) IRP economic evaluation and feasibility analysis studies (topographic,
agronomic, livestock, civil engineering, etc.) are done.

(bg) IRP incomegenerating project done to design lefase 1and feasibility
study level (phase 2 and @roduction system, inputs, outputs; technical
design; legal/policy framework; implementing organization; participation
plan; cost estimate)

(cd) Detailed design report and cost estimate for new village (llisu ) including
land, housing and infrastructure such as water, drainage, sewers, electricity to

(ce) Nurseries to supply new fruit, nut] trees contracted and seedlings ordered.

(cf) Updated RIP with cost estimate



(cg) Updated IRP with cost estimate

(ch) Timetable for implementation of IRP and RIP

(ci) Timetable for completion of any outstanding works (e.g. continuing technical
support to new varieties ofaps, poultry raising, fodder production,
fuel-wood plantations, etc.).

(cj) Detailed work plan for phase Il and phase Il planning work to produce an
updated RAP, RIP and IRP, including personnel required, timetable, and cost
estimate.

(ck) Final design of Koctepedillage and farm lands and secure villager
acceptance.

(cl) Physical and civil works construction called for in IRP are fully completed or
almost finished.

Depending on the outcome of the design of incgaeerating project other measures
such as poultryaising and egeproduction can be elaborated.

(d) Within PIU, Central PIU Resettlement Office (in Ankara and in dam site), and
Hasankeyf Resettlement Offiestablishedfull-time staffs fronrelevantgovernment
agencies are appointed and start work under arfeAd/illage Resettlement
Committeein each village irphase 1s established.

(e) Completion and publication of legal basis for future compensation at international
World Bank standards, without house depreciation and with values for land in line
with replacement costs for land.

(f) Retrofit. Completion of measures to retrofit the compensation payment for
expropriations already carried out for all PAPs in connection with the llisu Project, in
line with World Bank Standards and according to TOR4RSuchmeasures will be
deemed as completed after they have been monitored by the EMG.

(g) Grievance Mechanism. Completion of the establishment of a Grievance
Mechanism as according to TOR2R. This includes opening of further Information
and Grievance Officessavell as implementing a detailed action plan on how to react
to grievances, train grievance officers and how to document grievances; the
effectiveness of this mechanism will be confirmed by the EMG/CoE.

presented in a special report and approved by COE-R before start as follows: 1)
land occupation by waste rock and soil from tunnel; 2) land requisition impacts
analysis; 3) policies adopted; 4) income resources impacts and restoration
measures.
